Maximum: 80 stores *Please note that you may not be able to open a store even if you apply.

Booth fee:

Booth with power outlets (includes tent, tables, and chairs) ($1,300).

Booth with power outlets. Vendors using food trucks (no tent, tables, and chairs) ($1,000). Please

attach a photo of the truck.

Booth without power outlets (includes tent, tables, and chairs) ($1,100).

o Payment of the store opening fee in dollars or yen, converted in MCCS exchange rates for the
current month at the time of payment.

o Facilities: 1 tent (3.6m x 5.4m), 4 tables (45cm x 180cm), 2 chairs.

(Additional tents are not permitted.) Bringing your own tents are prohibited.

If electricity is required, powered equipment and specification must be listed in the application form.

Bringing in a generator is prohibited.

Condition:

Others:

Limited to those who have obtained a temporary business license for events.

Food operator must have a restaurant business license.

Food operator must have a liability insurance policy.

When using appliances with open flames, a fire extinguisher must be provided by the vendor.

Food operators must ensure food is kept at appropriate temperatures per preventive medicine guidance.
This may require the use of a refrigerated vehicle and warming units.

Changes on the menu list might not be accepted after the deadline.

Employees must be 18 years of age or older (not high school students) working on the day of the event.

There will be no compensation if the venue is changed or canceled at the discretion of the organizer.

It is the responsibility of the store owner to obtain the business license, etc. necessary for sales.
Customer complaints related to the products sold shall be borne by the seller.

The organizer is not responsible for any accidents related to the opening of a store.

The location of the store in the area will be decided by the organizer, and no complaints will be accepted.

Prohibited Goods:

Alcoholic beverages [beer, liquor, wine, etc. (including non-alcoholic beer)].
Raw foods such as sashimi and tataki.



Other raw and semi-raw foods (excluding ready-made packed products).

Creatures: chicks, goldfish, turtles, and other creatures used/sold as merchandise or giveaways.
Animal products such as unprocessed meats.

Endangered species or products made from endangered species.

*MCAS employees will patrol the store on the day of the event. If there is a risk of food poisoning due to the
circumstances, operation may be discontinued.

Counterfeit, altered or imitation coins, paper money, bank notes, or securities.

Obscene books, drawings, carvings, films, videos, and other articles of a pornographic nature.

Any narcotic drug or utensil. Includes marijuana, amphetamines, and hallucinogenic drugs to include
instruments for their administration.

Rifle/pistol duplication/imitation or its kit used as game giveaway/sale.

Ammunition, gunpowder, or explosives (this includes fireworks).

Firearms or Firearm replicas.

Lighters of any type, plastic economical lighters, refillable "Zippo" lighters, etc.

Sunscreen, hand sanitizer or lotions.

Any replicated products with the intention of creating a cheap version of a published product (i.e.
"knock-off" products).

Other weapons defined as dangerous instruments are instruments manufactured for or designed to inflict
physical harm to other persons. Dangerous instruments may include, but are not limited to the following:
¢ Swords, stilettos, sabers, ice pick, daggers, machetes, spears, or other similar instruments.

Spring release, switchblade, "bolo", and "butterfly" knives, metal "brass" knuckles.

Trench knives or bayonets.

Blackjacks or objects that may be used as clubs that inflict bodily harm.

¢ Straight razors, razor blades, or any weapon made from either device.

Prohibitions:

Use of glass containers at the venue.

Use of a loudspeaker, microphone, etc.

Sales at areas other than the designated booths, and installation of signboards, etc.

Bringing in a generator.

Drinking/possession/transportation of alcohol and alcohol of vendors and their employees while at work.

Identity verification (one of the following is required for entry).
